To Kennewick High School: 
 —Take Umatilla-Yakima Exit and then take Kennewick-Umatilla exit 
 —Cross the Blue Bridge and take the Umatilla Exit into Kennewick 
 —At the 5th stop light (10th Ave.) turn LEFT 
 —At the 4th stop light (Garfield Ave.) turn LEFT 
 —After a couple of blocks you will see Kennewick High and then Lampson

To Lawrence Scott Park: 
 —Take Highway 240 off the Blue Bridge 
 —Take Columbia Center Exit 
 —Turn Left on Canal Drive 
 —Turn right on Kellogg until you reach the park 
 
To Lampson Stadium: 
 —Off of 395 go left to Fruitland 
 —Turn right on to 1st Ave. 
 —Left on Garfield 
 —Stadium on the left 
 
To Eastgate Elementary (910 E. 10th) 
 —Off of 395 take upper exit into Kennewick from the Blue Bridge 
 —Continue on that road through town until you get to 10th 
 —Turn left on 10th and follow until you reach Eastgate Elementary
